Policy:

It is the policy of the ETSU Physicians and Associates that each office/laboratory will maintain and participate in an exposure control plan, which will serve to minimize employee exposure to blood borne pathogens.  This policy will apply to all Practice employees with reasonable anticipated occupational exposure to blood or potentially infectious materials while performing employee duties.  It is the responsibility of all employees to review and be familiar with all procedures outlined in the policy.  It is the responsibility of the OSHA coordinator within each office/laboratory to ensure that a copy is readily available to all employees and to coordinate the training program with the central administrative office.  It is the responsibility of the Practice’s OSHA Coordinators Committee to review this plan annually and update as necessary.

Procedure:
1. All employees and volunteers will consider all patients as potentially infectious and will adhere to the Practice’s exposure control plan to minimize the risk of exposure to blood borne pathogens.

2. The exposure control plan shall be reviewed and updated annually by the OSHA

Coordinators Committee, and must be made available for examination and 

copying upon request.

3. The exposure control plan must contain the following elements:

a. Exposure determination by job classification.

b. Schedule and methods of implementation of the various provisions of the regulations.  

c. Procedures for the evaluation of circumstances surrounding exposure incidents.

d. A procedure for employee evaluation and follow-up.

4. The OSHA coordinator for each office/laboratory must ensure that a copy of the

exposure control plan is accessible to all employees.

5. The exposure control plan will be maintained in the OSHA Exposure Control Plan

Manual.
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
