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Policy:


In accordance with the Private Practice Regulations and Professional Service Agreements of ETSU Physicians and Associates, providers may retain income from honoraria, royalties, medical legal depositions, editing scientific publications, non-patient care consultations, federal salaries, and reserve duty.  All income from patient care services, patient assessment, or patient testing must be collected and retained by the Practice.

Procedure:
It is the provider’s responsibility to bill for honoraria, royalties, medical legal depositions, editing scientific publications, non-patient care consultations, federal salaries, and reserve duty.  The “remit to” address for such billings should be the provider’s personal/home address.  The Practice will not bill for these services, however staff may assist the provider in preparing such billings.

In the event payment is received by the Practice for these services, the payment will be forwarded to the provider.
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
